at the 14th verse.

This passage may be found in the pew Bible on page 868.

“Return, O backsliding children,” says
the Lord; “for I am married to you. I
will take you, one from a city and two
from a family, and I will bring you to
Zion. And I will give you shepherds
according to My heart, who will feed
you with knowledge and understanding.

“Then it shall come to pass, when you
are multiplied and increased in the land
in those days,” says the Lord, “that they
will say no more, ‘The ark of the
covenant of the Lord.’ It shall not come
to mind, nor shall they remember it, nor
shall they visit it, nor shall it be made
anymore.

“At that time Jerusalem shall be called
The Throne of the Lord, and all the
nations shall be gathered to it, to the
name of the Lord, to Jerusalem. No
more shall they follow the dictates of
their evil hearts.

“In those days the house of Judah shall
walk with the house of Israel, and they
shall come together out of the land of
the north to the land that I have given as
an inheritance to your fathers.

12 When thou with rebukes dost chasten man for sin, thou makest his beauty to
consume away, like as it were a moth fretting a garment: * every man therefore is
but vanity.

13 Hear my prayer, O Lord, and with thine ears consider my calling; * hold not
thy peace at my tears;

14 For I am a stranger with thee, and a sojourner, * as all my fathers were.

15 O spare me a little, that I may recover my strength, * before I go hence, and be
no more seen.
